We have many jobsites where most of the work
is performed outside and the heat is brutal during the day light hours. It goes without
saying but it is very important to be mindful of what we put in our bodies.

PROJECT SPOTLIGHT

INEOS BATTLEGROUND
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INEOS Battleground is a four story office building in La Porte, TX. Dynamic Glass and Dynamic
Metal are partnered with Bartlette Cocke Industrial as the General Contractor. The office building
is located within a petro chemical plant complex which mandates the building be constructed

with high grade blast mitigation materials. The Dynamic team is on the final stages of this project

and would like to share a bit more about the project and their experience. We sat down with Paris
Karageorgis and Mark Pfeffer to share some insight on this challenging project.

Q&A WITH PARIS KARAGEORGIS
AND MARK PFEFFER

What did you find most challenging about executing
a project of this size? Since the project is located on
plant premises, it created unprecedented new challenges
for the Dynamic Team, facing additional plant safety
precautions, various lay down area restrictions etc.

What did you like most about being a part of the
project? The most exciting part is that Dynamic was able
to provide a complete building envelope. All materials
installed on the exterior were completed by the Dynamic
family.

What takeaways do you have from this project to apply
to future large projects? More in depth preparation
during preconstruction can reduce field man hours and
ultimately reduce overall cost. For future projects it is
important that Dynamic dictates the schedule rather
than accommodating to contractor, which results to field
personnel being in the field too early, spinning their wheels
and using up manhours with no progress.

Can you name an example of the DG team working
together to succeed? Several field team members
rotated between Glass and Panel scopes, giving them the
opportunity to access new streams within the company
and learn a foreign trade, giving them the ability to be
flexible in the future while providing additional value for
the company.

What is your favorite feature of the project? The overall
Insulated Metal Panel design. Panels are installed in a
nominal size of 10’x1” in three different finishes, creating a
unique design for the Texas market.

Q&A WITH PARIS KARAGEORGIS
AND MARK PFEFFER

Is there something most don’t know about the project that you would like to share?

- The owner “Ineos”, being one of the largest chemical producers in the world, already built an
identical building serving as their UK-Headquarter back in 2016. It was exciting and a unique
challenge having to mimic an already existing building, while providing different manufacturers
then the ones used in the UK and still being able to achieve an identical look.

- Dynamic is in the process of building another identical Building 30 miles away from Ineos
Battleground called Inoes Chocolate Bayou.

- Ineos is also one of the main sponsors of Mercedes team in the Formula 1.
